METAPHORS WITHIN THE SPACE OF HISTORICAL DISCOURSE
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The article examines conceptual metaphors inherent in the historical discourse that deals with his-
tory featuring art and science.

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past. The non-perceptual historical past, specific to national culture, is reconstructed due to conceptual
metaphors. There are diverse reasons for the usage of conceptual metaphors in the historical discourse.
One of them deals with the nature of conceptual metaphors to facilitate the perception of the historical
process. In the historical discourse, conceptual metaphors are subdivided into text-forming and text-
framing.
